UNFPA and Thailand

UNFPA is now In the process of developing the Twelfth Country Programme Document (12th CPD) of
Cooperation with the Kingdom of Thailand for a five-year period (2022 - 2026) to support the
national priorities of the Royal Thai Government, The new Country Programme Document {12 CPD)
is to be well aligned with the Thirteenth National Economic and Social Development Plan (13
NESDP) and a new UN Sustainable Development Cooperation Framework (UNSDCF) 2022 - 2026.

Achievements in the last five years (2017-202 1):

Achievement 1: Empowering young people in their rights and choices

* Morethan 5,000 young pérsons, nationwide and especialty in Chiang Mai advocated for the
rights and skills they need. Their insights have been used to support the hotspots of teen
mothers in Thailand, jointly produced by UNFPA, Department of Health and the National
Statistics Office. This information was presented to national policymakers. More than 8,000
national youth council members benefit from using these hotspots of teen mother's data
as the evidence to advacate for policy changes in their hometowns.

* In addition, more than 3,600 young pebple nationwide, including vulnerable youth,
advocate for essential skills and sexual and reproductive health rights. Their opinions

. have been synthesized into three recommendations on adolescents’ sexual and reproductive
health rights to the National Committee to Prevent and Solve Adolescent Pregnancy.

* It is estimated that more than 100,000 young persons including those with hearing
impaired, both in and out of the education system will benefit from the e-learning tool ‘My
Body, My Right, My Choice’, under the partnership betweén UNFPA and Dek-D.com-the )
youth most popular website in Thailand.

* Anonline SRHR service for young people ‘Teen Club’ Line Official Channel is established by
the Department of Health to ensure service accessibility by young people. This is in alignment
of Thalland’s ICPD commitments made at the Nairobi Summit in 2019.
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Achievement 2: Safe Birth for All

Under co-funding between Reckitt and UNFPA global on “Safe Birth for All” project from May
2020 until December.2021, UNFPA under close collaboration with Department of Health will
ensure lives of 200,000 mothers in 3 provinces along Thai-Myanmar borders are safe.

Achievement 3: Evidence for policy recommendations

UNFPA suppérts the implementation of important national polices for young persons by
advocating for a rights-based approach and utilizing the joint UNFPA and Départment of
Health reproductive health database, study and evidence including youth-friendly health
survey with mysterious-client method. This database provides evidence for policymakers to
ensure that equality reproductive health service is provided to the approximately 12.6
million young people in Thailand.

A National Adolescent Pregnancy Policy and National Reproductive Health Policy are being
implemented to ensure that all young girls can access sexual and reproductive health care
and services to prevent adolescent pregnancy and to provide assistance when it does occur,
including through the right to education and to make decision-based rights to reproductive
health. Through UFPA partnership, more than 3000 young people reflected their

responses and recommendations for better improvement of the implementation of
Adolescent Pregnancy Act. :

Achievement 4: Thailand champions safe motherhood through South-South and Triangular
Cooperation

- Thailand as a champion for safe motherhood provides technical assistance to neighbouring

countries through SSTC. Through various SSTC initiatives, approximately 150 midwives
and health personnel from countries with high maternal mortality ratios have gained

- knowledge and experience from Thailand to ensure quality practices for safe motherhood

in their home countries.

More than 15 countries or around 200 people from overseas gained from Thailand's

knowledge management and skills through UNFPA-Thailand South-South Cooperation
initiative on-Making Motherhood Safer.

Towards the next five years (2022-2026):

In full alignment with the National Priorities and UNSDCF together with recommendations from the
CPE and strategic and multi-stakeholders’ consultative meetings; three key issues are identified
‘below along with applied South-South AND Triangular Cooperation (SSTC) as the catalyst to

accelerate the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), International Conference on Population and
Development(1CPD), and UNFPA three transformative resuits.

1. The inclusive population and development in the context of aged society:
UNFPA ‘s contribution to the national high opportunity society through the support of evidence based
inclusive policy and implementation addressing those at risk of further left hehind including ageing
population and young people who are the economic and social development catalyst in the ageing
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society., The focus would be on L:fe cycle approach, data and evidence for policy making and
fmp!ementatfon '

2. Youth Sexual and Reproductive Health and Rights and Family Planning
Sexual and reproductive heaith (SRH) and family planning (FP) are essential knowledge and skills
towards the human capital development for Thailand’s transformation. Youth empowerment will
continue to be a key area especially those from furthest behind including those from ethnic groups,
youth V\:’ith disability, from poverty background. Evidence and data will be collected and advocated
to improve access of inclusive and re;sponsive family planning and sexual and reprdductive health.
The focus will be on unmet need for family planning. Accessibility of right based SRHR and FP services
and information, therefore, will enable young people to choose their choices over their bodily
autonomy to plan for their families and lives.

3. Gender and Gender Based Violence |
UNFPA plans to contribute to support strengthening the essential health service to respond to GBV,
IPV and sexual'violence via the QSCC within the UHC both at the national and sub-national levels. It
will also Support women empowerment through various innovations, public dialogues and strategic
partnerships in multi-sectors. The focus is mainlyon zero harmful practice and GBV among women,
young people and all genders including LGBTQ.

4. South-South and Triangulation Imt:atwe, the catalyst:
Thailand is one of the leading countries that contributes to accelerate Sustamable Development
Goals(SDG), ICPD and the UNFPA three transformative results through sharing its good practices in
population and development and sexual and reproductive health through the South-South and ~
Triangulation initiatives. The focus is to increase national capacity on SSC initiatives to accelerate
the SDGs, ICPD agenda and UNFPA 3 transformative results.

Objectives of the CPD consultative meeting:
The general objective is to callect recommendations and confirmed views on the pfoposed key issues

- from the multi-stakeholders as the key inputs for the finalization of UNFPA cooperation framework

for the Thai Government.
