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Summary

Dr. Saipin Chotivichien, Burean of Nutrition, Department of Health

“Joint Workshop on Scientific Writing in Field Epidemiology, 2014”
at Champasak Province, Lao PDR
25 February 2014 -1 March 2014

With the collaboration of Field of Epidemiology Training Program-Thailand (FETP-
Thailand), 10 ASEAN+3 country members on Field Epidemiology Training Network (FETN),
Ministry of Health of Lao PDR and the team of Outbreak Surveitlance Investigation Report (OSIR)
journal, the scientific writing workshop was conducted to gain the best of capacity building in
epidemiology field, including surveillance, response, and research with One Health concept in
Southeast and East Asia regions. The goal of the workshop was to promote knowledge and
methodology in field epidemiology by scientific writing, and to increase publications from applied
epidemiology training programs of the ASEAN+3 countries in the international journals, including
OSIR Journal. In addition, to strengthen collaboration in the region on Field Epidemiology Training
with One Health approach.

Upon announcement, more than 82 manuscripts from field epidemiology training feilows
and researchers in this region were submitted, 42 authors and participants from public and animal
health professionals of 8 countries including China, Indonesia, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines,
Vietnam, Lao PDR., and Thailand were invited to join this workshop. In addition, 23 distinguished
coaches from program of field epidemiology training, universities, public and animal health
professionals, senior experts, and international experienced editors including Center for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC — US) were kindly accepted the invitation to be writing coaches to
help authors improving their manuscripts.

During five-day workshop, activities of authors were attended lectures with brief exercises,
presentation and learning by self-study and practiced writing under guidance of their coaches.
Roles of the writing coaches were providing technical guidance in writing, revising and working
together with authors for the manuscripts improvement. Groups of manuscripts’ topics included
zoonosis group, non-communicable diseases (NCD) group, emerging infectious diseases (EID)
group, vector-borne diseases group, and animal group. Five manuscripts with the highest scores,
through the peer review process, were provided with OSIR awards. This workshop was achieved the
goal in increasing the number of potential publications in the international journals from dedicated
authors and experienced writing coaches and strengthen collaboration of Thailand and the
ASEAN+3 FETN.
