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Thailand comments
Thank you, Chair,

| am Dr.Napaphan Viriyautsahakul, the Director of Bureau of Nutrition, Department of
Health, Ministry of Public Health, Thailand. First of all, | would like to thank OECD FAO and
ASEAN Secretariat who invite Thailand to join this meeting, and | am nominated by the Ministry
of Public Health for the representative of SOM-HD Thailand.

During the last 20 years, Thailand has become a middle-income developing country
with an ageing population and a growing urbanization. with Llifestyle changes, a reduction in
physical activity, and consumption of more processed foods and under globalization with the
rapid growth of agro-industry, Thai people tend to access a greater variety of foods, including
foods containing high sugar, fat and salt, while the consumption of fruit and vegetables has
been comparatively low. These situations have led to rising trends in overweight, obesity and
nutritional related NCDs. This is not for the Ministry of Public Health to work alone.
Government including relevant ministries, academic institutions and non- governmental
organizations (NGOs) have conducted many initiatives, projects, and public education and
communication campaigns to prevent and control over-nutrition and NCDs, for examples, the
Department of Health, where 1 work, has been doing programs such as the “Thai people have
no big belly” by 3E (eat healthy, exercise and emotion control), “ Sweet enough” campaign
to reduce sugary food intake, along with campaigns of “Eating more fruit and vegetables” and
“ |Increasing daily physical activity”. These efforts have raised public awareness and concern.
However, they have had few outcomes and little impact on reducing over-nutrition and NCDs,

since they have been implemented in isolation.

in 2008, the National Food Committee (NFC) Act was enacted to frame food
management policies and strategies in all dimensions and at all levels, including facilitating
coordination among related agencies charged with strengthening food management efficiency
and effectiveness. The NFC is the highest legitimate forum that allows multi- sectoral
cooperation and total stakeholder participation, involved 11 ministries, 30 national agencies

and 30 relevant Acts.

Consequently, a Strategic Framework for Food Management (SFFM) was developed
consistently with concepts in the 11" National Economic and Social Development Plan and

subsequently approved by the Cabinet as the 5-years (2012-2016) plan. The SFFM covers four
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main strategic themes: food security, food quality and safety, food education, and food
management. To implement the plan successfully, the NFC appointed three thematic
committees to facilitate and to coordinate implementation of the SFFM. Their missions are as

follows.

1) Committee on Food Security Throughout the Food-chain aims to ensure the
adeguate and sustainable production of nutritious and safe food supplies, as well as the

conservation and maximization of food production resources and the ecosystem.

2) Committee on Food Quality and Safety aims: (i) to ensure harmonized food quality
and safety standards for producing primary agricultural products, village processed and
industrial food productsyi) to strengthen food quality and safety assurance systems for
domestic and export foods, as well as for imported foods for consumer protection and to
facilitate domestic and international trade; and (i) to harmonize efforts to promote high

quality and safe food services for consumer confidence and health.

3) Committee on Linking of Food, Nutrition and Health aims: (i) to standardize and
harmonize nutrition indicators; (i) to strengthen food and nutrition information, education and
communication, including promotion of food-based dietary guidelines (FBDGs) and dietetic
education for different age groups; (i) to promote greater consumption of fruit and vegetables
and to reduce the intake of fatty, sugary and salty foods; (iv) to facilitate implementation of
food and nutrition programmes among communities, schools and workplaces using a life
course approach aimed at eliminating the remnants of undernutrition and at preventing and
controlling overweight, obesity and NCDs; and (v) to promote nutritional well-being as part of

health promotion in communities and workplaces.

In the report of the last NFC meeting in November 2015, chaired by the Deputy Prime
Minister, committee on food security reported their proposed policies in promoting Zoning for
economic agricultural products to maximize production efficiency with “Precision Farming” as
the strategy for eco-friendly agriculture and reduce loss. There is also “ Smart Farmer” with
“Smart Officer” policy. in food safety and food quality, they emphasized the multi-sectoral
collaboration along food chain in fruit and vegetable management from farm to consumers
and in the linkage of food nutrition and health, the committee reported the comprehensive
health promotion in community for examples, the healthier choices logo as a tool for
consumers’  education in choosing appropriate products for health, program named
“agriculture for school lunch” which is not only the schoot gardening but also the community
participation with the collaboration amongst Ministry of Public Health, Education, Agriculture

and Interior for local authority organization collaboration.



The most recent, | am very proud to tell you that Excellency Jose Graziano da Silva,
the Director General of FAQ, has officially invited our Princess Maha Jakri Sirindhorn as the
Special Ambassador for ending hunger. Thailand takes this opportunity to engage the UN Zero
Hunger Challenge. The program is proposing for the Cabinet approval with 5 targets;
