Objective: To meet and exchange experience among experts (Gerontologists, Geriatricians,
and Social Workers) from Sub-Saharan Africa (SSA), Asia, Europe and international organizations
on Long-Term Care (LTC), and find the needs to direct LTC policy and implementation in SSA.

Results of the meeting: (including comparison with Thailand)

None of Sub-Saharan Africa countries has policy on Long-Term Care. LTC in community
mostly ran by international foundations in some specific areas. Only Mauritius and Seychelles
have universal health coverage that provide health care for all age-groups. South Africa tends
to do by using existing primary health care system and AIDS network.

Advantages of attending the meeting:

Long-Term Care Policy and implementation in Thailand was presented and discussed
in the meeting. Experience on LTC in Thailand was exchanged among physicians, geriatricians,
gerontologists, social workers, etc. with Korea, Netherlands, China, SSA and international
organization i.e. HelpAge International, Ran AID, ICSW. Needs of LTC policy, implementation,
and ways forwards at global and regional levels were brainstorming under WHO’s leading in

the meeting.
Suggestion and recommendation to DoH and MoPH:

Thailand is a developing country that has Long-Term Care policy and be able to
exchange experience with other countries that has no LTC service to create awareness and
push LTC to be policy at country level. However, we still need to expand LTC programme to
cover all areas of the country and develop the services to higher quality. Active ageing also
needs to be implemented in parallel with LTC programme to have healthy ageing that could
make contribution to society and reduce burden of the government sector in the future.
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
