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The ASEAN Multi-sectoral Collaborative Workshop on Nutrition Security |

The workshop was held on 7-9 March 2017 in Manila, Philippines, organized and budgeted by
the Philippines National Nutrition Council with the following objectives:

1. To generate and agree on inputs to the proposed ASEAN Leaders’ Declaration on Ending All
Forms of Malnutrition from representatives from the ASEAN technical sectoral bodies of health
and nutrition, agriculture and social welfare

2. To establish a network or platform for multi-sectoral collaboration among ASEAN Member
States toward coherent and synergistic actions for nutrition security

3. To seek inputs and/or endorsement on the establishment of the ASEAN Nutrition
Surveillance System as a way forward to nutrition planning and monitoring of nutrition-specific

and nutrition-sensitive initiatives in the region

Results: The workshop participants discussed and finalised the Draft ASEAN Leaders’
Declaration on Ending Al Forms of Malnutrition that it will be circulated for feedback and
endorsed by the ASEAN Health Cluster 1 Country Coordinators, the SOMHD, the AHMM and
the 31™ ASEAN Summit, respectively. Stakeholders’ Mapping for Nutrition Security in ASEAN
was also discussed. However, Draft Plan of Action for the Establishment of the ASEAN Nutrition
Surveillance System with the background information from the ASEAN Nutrition Surveillance
System (ANSS) workshops in 2008 and 2015 could not be discussed further than the goal and
objectives as no Conceptual Framework yet. The local secretary will revise the draft plan and
circulate to workshop participants to provide comments later

Benefit of meeting participation: collaboration among ASEAN Member States for actions on
ending all forms of malnutrition and to establish the ASEAN Nutrition Surveillance System as
a way forward to nutrition planning and monitoring of nutrition actions

1. Deliver the The Draft ASEAN Leaders’ Declaration on Ending All Forms of All Malnutrition to
Thailand Health Cluster 1 Country Coordinator (Deputy Director General, Dr. Thongchai
Lertvilairatanapongse) for feedback and endorsement by 20 March 2017. The draft then be
circulated to the SOMHD for endorsement by 18 April 2017 to be ready for SOMHD meeting in
the same month and AHMM in June and Finally, this declaration is endorsed in the 31" ASEAN
Summit in November 2017

2. Provide comments to the upcoming revised Draft Plan of Action for the Establishment of
the ASEAN Nutrition Surveillance System and collaborate for establishing ASEAN Nutrition
Surveillance System

WE, the Heads of State and Government of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN), namely Brunei Darussalam, the Kingdom of Cambodia, the Republic of Indonesia,
the Lao People’s Democratic Republic, Malaysia, the Republic of the Union of Myanmar, the
Republic of the Philippines, the Republic of Singapore, the Kingdom of Thailand, and the
Socialist Republic of Viet Nam;

WELCOMING nutrition security-related commitments such as the 2015 United Nations
General Assembly declaration of 2016 to 2025 as the Decade of Action on Nutrition which
calls for the implementation of the Rome Declaration and its Framework for Action, which in
turn was endorsed by 170 countries during the Second International Conference on

Assembly in 2011; the 2025 Global Nutrition Targets for ImprovedKMaternalw Infant and
Young Child Nutrition adopted by the World Health Assembly in 2012, both of WhICh were
adopted by the UN General Assembly in 2011 and 2015, respectlvely, and the Bandar Seri
Begawan Declaration on Noncommunicable Diseases in ASEAN adopted by ASEAN Leaders
on 20 October 2013; i

RECOGNISING that the ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community Blueprint 2025 includes a strategic
measure “to promote a community that is healthy, caring, sustainable and productive, and

one that practices healthy lifestyle resilient to health threats and has universal access to
healthcare”;

DEEPLY CONCERNED that various forms of malnutrition as defined in the 2016 Regional
Report on Nutrition Security in the ASEAN Vol. 2 affect a staggering proportion of people
worldwide, of which the same report indicated that among children under-five, 17.9 million

are stunted, 5.4 million are wasted and 4.5 million are overweight, and 21 million suffer
from anaemia, and various types of micronutrient deficiencies, thus presenting a serious
public health and socio-economic concern through increased child illnesses and even death,
disabilities, cognitive and learning deficits, and non-communicable diseases later in life;

NOTING THAT the most vulnerable, poor and disadvantaged groups, including children,
older persons, adolescents, pregnant and lactating women, persons with disabilities, other
marginalised groups, people living in at-risk areas and populations in geographically-isolated
- and disadvantaged areas are particularly affected by undernutrition;

NOTING FURTHER that the general population is affected by prob
obesity, and imbalanced intake of nutrients, also traceable
