The objective of the meeting is to continue to cooperate among high level of
ASEAN health officials on health development in the region. The representatives of the
department of Health joined to present Cluster 1 (Promoting Healthy Lifestyle) work program
for 7 health priorities, concept paper on setting ASEAN CENTER FOR ACTIVE AGEING AND
lNlTIAT|VES, the Declaration for Ending All Forms of Malnutrition and the Declaration on
Disaster Health Management that were endorsed by SOMHD and will propose to ASEAN
SUMMIT in November 2017. The SOMHD endorsed 20 work programs of the 4 Clusters:
Promoting Healthy Lifestyle, Responding to All Hazards and Emerging Threats, Strengthening
Health Systems and Access To Care, and Ensuring Food Safety
| The ASEAN PLUS THREE meeting agreed upon 10 co-operations namely UHC, ICT for
Healthcare, NCDs, TCM, Active Ageing, HR for Health, Responding to communicable and
emerging health threats, AMR, Ending All Forms of Malnutrition, Food Safety way Disaster
Health Management
The ASEAN CHINA SOMHD meeting agreed upon 7 co-operations namely Prevention
and. Control of Communicable Diseases (for Greater Mekong Sub-Region countries and on
Health Security priority), Public Health Emergency Response Mechanism and Capacity for
Health Impact of Natural Disasters [Health Security], Health HRD, Traditional and
complimentary medicine, Food Safety and Rapid Alert System, Health Promotion, E-Health
and ICT.

Thailand got advantages from the meetings on opportunity for leading the health
priorities that having best practice in the country and collaboration on health development
among countries in ASEAN, ASEAN PLUS THREE, ASEAN-JAPAN and ASEAN-CHINA SOMHD

Ways forward and challenges are: 1) implementation of the work plans of each
cluster and 2) Budget planning to support activities in work programs of cluster involved with
the DoH (for example: Ageing and Health, nutrition, HIA, environmental health, food and
sanitation) and other departments that Thailand is the lead country (should it be from each
department or from TICA, MFA?). _

Up-coming events: 13th AHMM will be held on 3-7 September 2017 at Brunei
Darussalam, 13th SOMHD will be held in April 2018 at Siem Reap, Cambodia, the 50th
anniversary of the Association of South East Asian Nations (ASEAN) and 31st ASEAN Summit
on 10-14 November 2017 at Philippines. 4 Clusters meeting and changing chair of each
cluster for 2018 were scheduled to be held in July 2017.
