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(1) Identify a concise set of quantifiable progress indicators for each “strategic objective in the
strategy” and “preparations have advanced towards planning for a Decade of Healthy Ageing during
2020-2030.”

(2) Outline a process of consultation and agreement during 2017 on the proposed quantifiable progress

indicators, and start data collation and collection towards the mid-term review reporting in 2018.
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1. Commitment to action on Healthy Ageing in every country
2. Developing age-friendly environments
3. Aligning health systems to the needs of older populations
4. Developing sustainable and equitable systems for providing long-term care (home,

communities and institutions)

5. Improving measurement, monitoring and research on Healthy Ageing
