1. To understand the currebt status of population aging in APEC, including the needs, impacts,
and challenges in the growth economy :

Results of the meeting: (including comparison with Thailand)

200 participants from APEC Leader and member states, UN organizations and other international
organizations attended the workshop. Asso.Prof. Pham Le Tuan, Vice Minister of Health, Viet
Nam gave an opening speech. Representatives and delegates from UNFPA, WHO, World Bank,
Ministry of Health, population organization, university and private organization from Viet Nam,
Japan, China, Korea, Taiwan, Australia, USA, UK, Chile, Peru, Mexico, and Thailand on
increasing population aging in Asia- Pacific region which there will be number of aging
population out number of children 0-9 years in 2030. Especially, APEC developing countries
would have a rapid increase of population aging in a short period of time. Of those, elderly women
also would be more than men and live longer with diminish income and resources while increase
disabilities and chronic diseases as age increased. ' Panel discussions were conducted on aging
population and economic growth, social protection, and Health care. Thailand presented long-
term care in aging society, Viet Nam, Chile, Taiwan, and Peru presented community-based care,
UHC, Age-friendly community, comprehensive elderly care. Recommendations were conclude
for APEC member states to develop policy on social protection for the elderly, promote
employment after 60/65 years by law, develop and deliver comprehensive health care sensitive
to the needs of older persons with overall framework of universal health coverage, emphasize on
community based-care and home care, promote social participation, application of technology in
service and supporting older people, and mainstream ageing to all sectors of public policy.

Advantages of attending the meeting:

Gain knowledge on policy and implementation for elderly from APEC countries and have
opportunity to share, exchange experience on long-term care in aging society of Thailand with
other APEC developing countries, and networking in gerontology field.

Suggestion and recommendation to DoH and MoPH:

Ministry of Public Health and Department of Health should expand long-term care services to
cover all sub-districts and develop supportive system, management system and reporting system
for sustainable community-based LTC in the future.
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
