At Putrajaya, Malaysia, 22 -23 August 2017

The 3™ meeting of Health Cluster 2 was held on 22 — 23 August 2017 at Ministry of health of
Malaysia.

Diseases, and Neglected Tropical Diseases

1. Strengthening regional diseases surveillance networks [DDC, Thailand]

2. Continue ASEAN+3 FETN as coordinating platform for multi-country training collaboration
[DDC, Thailand ]

Health Priority 9: Strengthening Laboratory Capacity

1. Assess laboratory capacity and gaps vis-a-vis emerging dangerous pathogens [DMS,Thailand,]

Health Priority 10: Combating Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR)

1. Develop monitoring and evaluation framework of AMR in ASEAN [FDA, Thailand]

Health Priority 11: Environmental Health and Health Impact Assessment

1. Develop mechanism to strengthen capacity among AMS, including conduct of capacity
building activities among AMS [DOH, Thailand]

2. Share knowledge and best practices among AMS [DOH, Thailand]

3. Joint capacity building among AMS in collaboration with relevant partners through joint
research, share experiences, advocate for legislation/policy on HIA, integration into ASEAN
universities curriculum [DOH, NHCO, Thailand]

Health Priority 12: Disaster Health Management

1. Develop Declaration/Joint Statement on Disaster Health Management [Thailand and Philippines]

As the lead country of Health priority 11, DOH, Thailand presented the concept note by merging the
project 1,2,3 Together under on concept note proposal. The project plans to start on 2018~ 2020.

® Main activities is to identify the environmental health focal point of each country and
creating the website for sharing information, build a capacity based on training need
assessment has been done by Malaysia.

e Dr. Anupong, DDC, suggested that this matter is quite new and we need to identify
national focal point first. It is better to work with Malaysia under activity A. since we need
to work on Training need assessment to identify gap. It is very crucial to work together.

Other related overarching issues discussed in the meeting

e For Timor- Leste’s request to participate in Cluster 2 capacity building activities, ASEAN
agreed that the participation in capacity building of Timor- Leste will be considered case
by case and cannot join the meeting discussing on policy matter.

e The meeting welcome the World bank’s proposal to support AMS under the project “
Health Security” and the participation in ASEAN Meeting.
