Mother and Child Health Center. we had discussion for the Objective of training and Expected ,
outcome for the understand corresponding. We made a joint schedule and began review the EPI
modules between Thai and WHO modules. For the vacci’ne program in Lao PDR is different from Thai
program because of diseases and the optional vaccine are supported by the foreign organization. So'
there are more benefits than Thailand. We had the opportunity to see vaccine storage and cold chain
systern at National Immunization Program and district hospital. There have enough the effective
 refrigerators and good control the temperature. We found some station did the mistake in cold chain
system and lacked of information to the caregivers, none observing after vaccination. The doctor
provided all information at the same time such as the family planning, breast feeding and vaccine
etc. before sent a baby to vaccination room. We saw the atmosphere wés not suitable for perception.
In Thailand we had developed the standards for supervision EPI system by the National Vaccine
Institute and include in HA, HPH, MCH standards. Also Thailand hospitals provide the parental schools .
since the mother were pregnant and promote their husbands and cousins participate in the class.
After vaccine injection we talk about the side effect symptoms and make the appointment vvlth the
necessary. If they didn’t come or postpone we will follow them and make new appointment.
