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Report on LMC Workshop on Integrated Planning and Management of River Basins

Results of the meeting

Commission Secretariat (MRCS), International Water Management Institute (IWMI), Asia Water
Council (AWC), World Bank Group (WBG) and United Nations Development Program (UNDP).
The workshop comprised of 6 session and field trip as following;, 1) Opening Ceremony
2) Keynote Speeches, 3) Invited Reports, 4) Practice and Experiences sharing, 5) Group
discussion, 6) GEF proposal discussion and 7) field trip Summary of participation in the
workshop related to the Department of Health as follows;

1. This workshop is part of Annual operation plan according to LMC cooperation framework
in which 6 member countries that 6 Member States will have to host a conference, in 2019
Thailand was a host to conference topic on a Dam Safety workshop. | Learnt about the
overall LMC framework before joining China as a member country until now. This framework
has drawn Asian countries and public organizations to participate in technological
development, academic innovation and budgetary sources including more funding for
research, training, such as LMC-Korea cooperation, LMC-Japan cooperation, etc.

2. Listening to the performance presentation Exchange of experiences on shared river basin
planning and management in the country and the Mekong River Basin from the 6 member
countries (Country Report) which is a successful operating activity that is sustainable,
activities that are currently being conducted by collaborating from many sectors to
participate in the operation However, Thailand has also proposed operations and solving
flooding problems, Drought crisis Including domestic preparation to support the water

emergency situation as well.



3. Group discussion in relation to the Department of Health on drinking water safety in rural
areas which is one of the joint research missions of the LMC by importing security issues
Drinking water in rural areas according to the small river basin management plan for the first
time in this meeting. In this regard, the representative of Thailand provided the necessary
information for the meeting such as access to drinking water, Quality of drinking water, GAP
current situation, solving problems that help reduce GAP by focusing on people along the
Mekong River to access must clean and safe.

4. Field trip at Guangzhou Haizhu Wetland Park and Beijiang Embankment which is a water
management from water source conservation as well as the construction of a dam is safe to
help reduce flooding in the country. Waste water management by treating to be good water
to nourish wetland by altering to be close to nature organized as a beautiful park for people
to come to study and learn as well.
